Dear Applicant:

Welcome to the Everett Sportsmen’s Club.  THANK YOU for your interest in Everett Sportsmen’s Club.

To help you understand how the Club operates, please read the following carefully.
The Everett Sportsman’s Club, Inc., is operated as a non-profit corporation organized for the purpose of promoting sport shooting, the safe and responsible ownership of firearms, to protect our right therewith, and to promote good fellowship and social intercourse among the members and others who have like aims.

Dues are $70.00 per year, plus a (first year only) $15.00 initiation fee.  The membership fee covers the principle applicant, that person’s spouse, and children under 18 (23 if a full time student) residing with the applicant.

Occasionally, there are work parties to do maintenance and improvements for the range.  Your willingness to participate in these activities would be appreciated.  

Our highest priority is safety - whether it be operating firearms or doing business on the premises.

To help ensure safety, we have established basic rules.  These include, but are not limited to:

· The Rangemaster is in charge at all times

· The Rangemaster has the right to refuse service to anyone.  Anyone acting in an unsafe or inappropriate manner shall be required to leave the premises. 
· Failure to enforce any range rule does not void that rule.
· No one shall be under the influence of, or in possession of, alcohol or illegal substances on the premises.

· Do NOT bring fire arms into the pavilion until you have signed in with the range master. 

· ALWAYS keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction (straight up or downrange when on the firing line) with your finger off the trigger and the safety ON until you are ready to shoot.

· Keep the action open unless you are on the firing line ready to fire.

· Eye and ear protection is required while on the firing line, and ear protection is required while under the pavilion or on the trap range
· The yellow light indicates an impending cease fire.
· The red light OR ANY VERBAL ANNOUNCEMENT indicates a cease fire.  Shooters shall immediately ensure all weapons are empty (no rounds in the chamber or any attached magazine) and the action is open.  After that, the shooter shall step back behind the red line.

· No firearms shall be handled during a cease fire.
· No one goes down range until all weapons have been grounded and inspected, and the Range Master announces that the range is clear.

· High power (center fire) rifles may be loaded with more than one round at a time with the Range Master’s permission.

· Rimfires and hand guns may be loaded to a maximum of 10 rounds.
· There shall be NO rapid fire.

· Public Shooters shall shoot at paper targets on boards only.
· While posting the paper targets, be certain to post the target in your own shooting lane and do not cover the numbers.

· Air guns are to be fired at foam targets boards only.

· No cross lane shooting.
· Do not put brass or ammunition in the burn barrels.  Reloadable cases (boxer primed center fired) are to be put in the red brass cans hanging at the back of the pavilion.  Non-reloadable cases are to be put in the trash cans provided.
· More than one weapon per person may be on the cement pad firing line at a time with the Range Master’s permission.
· All loading (Black powder included) shall be performed at the firing line. 

· Trap shooters shall shoot from the left side of the thrower.  

· The Trap loader shall load from behind the trap.  

· Trap shooters shall use number six shot or smaller, and have a maximum of two shells in the gun at a time.

· Pets are NOT ALLOWED on range property, including inside a vehicle. If you enter the gate, you are considered on range property. This is for the protection of the animal from hearing loss and agitation due to the gunfire. We love pets and aim to keep them protected...NO EXCEPTIONS!
Range is usually open Friday, Saturday, and Sunday, from noon to 5PM (daylight savings time) and Noon to 4PM (Pacific Standard Time).  The range shall be closed any time it is not safe to shoot (e.g., floods, fog, no range master present).
The range is a conservation area, so wildlife is not to be harassed.

When the range is open, the Rangemaster(s) has/have the responsibility of the “firing line” and the activities associated with its operations.

All members are invited and encouraged to attend the meetings.  The Club is looking for new ideas on how to improve the Club’s operation.  We have monthly meetings that are usually held the first Monday of each month. Should the first Monday fall on a holiday, the meeting is moved to the following Monday.  During the summer months, the meeting is held at the Range at 5pm, the first Saturday of the month.  Should the first Saturday fall on a holiday, the meeting is moved to the following Saturday.

The Club has the following officers:

The Officers help run the Club and they also form the Board of Directors.  The Board meets separately from the regular meetings to address issues that are their responsibility.  These meetings are not held on a regular basis - and they are open to all the members.

The Club has a constitution, and a copy is available to you upon request.

The funding of the Club is from the members - both initial membership and renewals.  The Club is open to the public, and as such, non-members pay a daily usage fee.
